What You Need

Blue towel, plush friend, and a small basket or pan

What You Do

Lay the towel in an open area of your home to be the water. Place the 
plush friends in the basket/pan and place the basket in the middle of 
the towel to be a boat.

Act out the Bible story by bringing the plush friend to shore. Once the 
boat is on shore, remove the friend and have a pretend picnic. Repeat 
several times.
